The story of Mariken van
Nieumeghen is first printed.
Seduced by the devil, she has to
spend seven sinful years with him in
the city of Antwerp.

The Four Days Marches grew from
95 participants in 1912, the year
of the very first Marches, to well

over 40.000 participants in 2022
- one of the biggest events in
The Netherlands.

Although not the oldest bridge

De Waalbrug is the first one where
cars, pedestrians, and cyclists can all
cross the river. Built in 1936, it is one
of the eye-catchers of the city and
some people even have its image
tattoned on their body.

During the Second World War, the
Americans accidentally bomb
Nijmegen, killing almost 800
people and destroying a big

part of the city. In the centre, the
edges of the fire caused by the
bombardment are now marked with
little metal plagues in the street,
